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Welcome! The image of the good shepherd shows us how the risen Christ brings us to life. It is
the relationship between the shepherd and the sheep, one of mutual knowledge and love, that
gives the shepherd authority. The shepherd’s willingness to lay down his life for the sheep
shows his love. First John illustrates what it means to lay down our lives for one another by the
example of sharing our wealth with any sibling in need.

Some practical things for you to know:
Children: All children, even those who are noisy, upset, or otherwise discombobulated,
are always welcome here!

Restrooms are located to the left out of the doors you entered in to the narthex or lobby;
ushers can further direct you.

"The next day [the] rulers, elders, and scribes assembled in Jerusalem, ‘with Annas the high
priest, Caiaphas, John, and Alexander, and all who were of the high-priestly family. "When they
had made the prisoners stand in their midst, they inquired, “By what power or by what name did
you do this?” "Then Peter, filled with the Holy Spirit, said to them, “Rulers of the people and

"“Little children, let us love, not in word or speech, but in truth and action. '"And by this we
will know that we are from the truth and will reassure our hearts before him “*whenever our
hearts condemn us; for God is greater than our hearts, and he knows everything. *'Beloved, if
our hearts do not condemn us, we have boldness before God; “and we receive from him
whatever we ask, because we obey his commandments and do what pleases him.

“And this is his commandment, that we should believe in the name of his Son Jesus Christ
and love one another, just as he has commanded us. “*All who obey his commandments abide in
him, and he abides in them. And by this we know that he abides in us, by the Spirit that he has
given us.
