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Welcome! Apparently not satisfied by Jesus’ feeding of thousands, some who 

were there press him for a sign of his power; perhaps it is daily manna they want. 

As always in John’s gospel when people want a sign, Jesus offers himself. He is 

the bread come from heaven to give life to the world. He calls us to come to him 

and believe in him, and through that relationship to know the one who sent him. 

    

There are a few things to know about this service: you are not required to stand at 

any point though you can move around anytime you want or need, prayer slips are 

available for your prayers to be included in Prayer Time, and Holy Communion is 

served with gluten-free bread and grape juice.

FIRST READING   Exodus 16:2-4, 9-15                                        

Introduction to the Lesson: A food crisis becomes a faith crisis for the Israelites in 

the wilderness. The hungry people forget God’s saving work in the exodus, and 

they wish for the food they had in Egypt. Nevertheless, God miraculously meets 

their needs, with manna for bread and quail for meat.   
2 There in the desert they all complained to Moses and Aaron 3 and said to them, 
“We wish that the Lord had killed us in Egypt. There we could at least sit down 
and eat meat and as much other food as we wanted. But you have brought us out 
into this desert to starve us all to death.” 
 



4 The Lord said to Moses, “Now I am going to cause food to rain down from the 
sky for all of you. The people must go out every day and gather enough for that 
day. In this way I can test them to find out if they will follow my instructions.  
 
9 Moses said to Aaron, “Tell the whole community to come and stand before the 
Lord, because he has heard their complaints.” 10 As Aaron spoke to the whole 
community, they turned toward the desert, and suddenly the dazzling light of the 
Lord appeared in a cloud. 11 The Lord said to Moses, 12 “I have heard the com-
plaints of the Israelites. Tell them that at twilight they will have meat to eat, and in 
the morning they will have all the bread they want. Then they will know that I, the 
Lord, am their God.” 
 
13 In the evening a large flock of quails flew in, enough to cover the camp, and in 
the morning there was dew all around the camp. 14 When the dew evaporated, 
there was something thin and flaky on the surface of the desert. It was as delicate 
as frost. 15 When the Israelites saw it, they didn't know what it was and asked 
each other, “What is it?” Moses said to them, “This is the food that the Lord has 
given you to eat.

Reader: The word of the Lord.   

Congregation: Thanks be to God. 
 

GOSPEL LESSON    John 6:24-35         

Introduction to the Gospel: Many of the five thousand people Jesus fed in the wil-

derness continued to follow him throughout the countryside. Jesus challenges 

them to consider the real nature of their quest. 
 

Pastor: The Holy Gospel according to John in the 6th chapter.  

Congregation: Glory to you, O Lord. 

24 When the crowd saw that Jesus was not there, nor his disciples, they got into 

those boats and went to Capernaum, looking for him. 

25 When the people found Jesus on the other side of the lake, they said to him, 

“Teacher, when did you get here?” 

26 Jesus answered, “I am telling you the truth: you are looking for me because 

you ate the bread and had all you wanted, not because you understood my mira-



cles. 27 Do not work for food that spoils; instead, work for the food that lasts for 

eternal life. This is the food which the Son of Man will give you, because God, 

the Father, has put his mark of approval on him.” 

28 So they asked him, “What can we do in order to do what God wants us to do?” 

29 Jesus answered, “What God wants you to do is to believe in the one he sent.” 

30 They replied, “What miracle will you perform so that we may see it and be-

lieve you? What will you do? 31 Our ancestors ate manna in the desert, just as the 

scripture says, ‘He gave them bread from heaven to eat.’” 

32 “I am telling you the truth,” Jesus said. “What Moses gave you was not[c] the 

bread from heaven; it is my Father who gives you the real bread from heaven. 33 

For the bread that God gives is he who comes down from heaven and gives life to 

the world.” 

34 “Sir,” they asked him, “give us this bread always.” 

35 “I am the bread of life,” Jesus told them. “Those who come to me will never be 

hungry; those who believe in me will never be thirsty.
