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Welcome! A house divided against itself cannot stand. Jesus makes this observa-
tion in light of charges that he is possessed. He is possessed, not by a demon, but
by the Holy Spirit. We who have received the Holy Spirit through baptism have
been joined to Christ’s death and resurrection and knit together in the body of
Christ. Those with whom we sing and pray this day are Jesus’ family. With them
we go forth in peace to do the will of God.

There are a few things to know about this service: you are not required to stand at
any point though you can move around anytime you want or need, prayer slips are
available for your prayers to be included in Prayer Time, and Holy Communion is
served with gluten-free bread and grape juice.
