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Welcome! Even after Israel had experienced the vagaries of kings, the people still longed for a
true king to set things right. He would have the king’s title of Anointed One (Messiah); he
would be the “one like a human being” (Son of Man) given dominion in Daniel’s vision. Jesus
is given these titles, even though he is nothing like an earthly king. His authority comes from
the truth to which he bears witness, and those who recognize the truth voluntarily listen to him.
We look forward to the day he is given dominion, knowing his victory will be the nonviolent

victory of love.

There are a few things to know about this service: you are not required to stand at
any point though you can move around anytime you want or need, prayer slips are
available for your prayers to be included in Prayer Time, and Holy Communion is
served with gluten-free bread and grape juice.
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4 Let us build a house where hands will reach
beyond the wood and stone

to heal and strengthen, serve and teach,
