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Welcome! This Sunday’s image of the life the risen Christ shares with us 1s the im-
age of friendship. We are called to serve others as Jesus came to serve; but for
John’s gospel, the image of servanthood is too hierarchical, too distant, to capture
the essence of life with Christ. Friendship captures the love, the joy, the deep mu-
tuality of the relationship into which Christ invites us. The Greeks believed that
true friends are willing to die for each other. This is the mutual love of Christian
community commanded by Christ and enabled by the Spirit.

FIRST READING Acts 10:44-48

Introduction to the Lesson: While Peter shares the good news of Jesus with a Gen-
tile soldier and his family, the Holy Spirit comes upon them. Recognizing that the
Spirit works inclusively in the lives of both Jews and Gentiles, Peter commands
that these Gentiles also be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ.

Reader: 44 While Peter was still speaking, the Holy Spirit came down on all those
who were listening to his message. 45 The Jewish believers who had come from
Joppa with Peter were amazed that God had poured out his gift of the Holy Spirit
on the Gentiles also. 46 For they heard them speaking in strange tongues and prais-
ing God's greatness. Peter spoke up: 47 “These people have received the Holy
Spirit, just as we also did. Can anyone, then, stop them from being baptized with
water?” 48 So he ordered them to be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ. Then
they asked him to stay with them for a few days.

After the reading...
Reader: The word of the Lord. Congregation: Thanks be to God.
GOSPEL LESSON John 15:9-17

Introduction to the Gospel: On the night of his arrest, Jesus delivers a final testi-
mony to his disciples to help them in the days ahead. Here, he repeats the most im-
portant of all his commands, that they love one another.

Pastor: The Holy Gospel according to John in the 15th chapter.
Congregation: Glory to you, O Lord.

9 Ilove you just as the Father loves me; remain in my love. 10 If you obey my
commands, you will remain in my love, just as I have obeyed my Father's com-
mands and remain in his love.

11 “I have told you this so that my joy may be in you and that your joy may be
complete. 12 My commandment is this: love one another, just as I love you. 13 The
greatest love you can have for your friends is to give your life for them. 14 And
you are my friends if you do what I command you. 15 I do not call you servants
any longer, because servants do not know what their master is doing. Instead, I call
you friends, because I have told you everything I heard from my Father. 16 You did
not choose me; I chose you and appointed you to go and bear much fruit, the kind



of fruit that endures. And so the Father will give you whatever you ask of him in
my name. 17 This, then, is what I command you: love one another.

Pastor: The gospel of the Lord. Congregation: Praise to you, O Christ.
