FIRST READING   Exodus 34:29-35                                        

Introduction to the Lesson: Many years after being sold into slavery by his jealous 
brothers, Joseph reveals himself to them. Now the second-in-command in Egypt, Joseph 
reassures his brothers that God has used their evil intentions for good to preserve life 

during a devastating famine, and Joseph forgives them. 
 

Reader:   29Moses came down from Mount Sinai. As he came down from the mountain 
with the two tablets of the covenant in his hand, Moses did not know that the skin of his 
face shone because he had been talking with God. 30When Aaron and all the Israelites 
saw Moses, the skin of his face was shining, and they were afraid to come near him. 
31But Moses called to them; and Aaron and all the leaders of the congregation returned to 
him, and Moses spoke with them. 32Afterward all the Israelites came near, and he gave 
them in commandment all that the Lord had spoken with him on Mount Sinai. 33When 
Moses had finished speaking with them, he put a veil on his face; 34but whenever Moses 
went in before the Lord to speak with him, he would take the veil off, until he came out; 
and when he came out, and told the Israelites what he had been commanded, 35the 
Israelites would see the face of Moses, that the skin of his face was shining; and Moses 
would put the veil on his face again, until he went in to speak with him. 
 

After the reading... 

Reader: The word of the Lord.  Congregation: Thanks be to God. 
 

SECOND READING  2 Corinthians 3:12--4:2   
Introduction to the Lesson: In his debates with the Corinthians, Paul contrasts the glory 
of Moses with the glory of Christ. The Israelites could not see Moses’ face because of the 
veil. But in Christ we see the unveiled glory of God and are transformed into Christ’s 
likeness. 
 

Reader:  12Since, then, we have such a hope, we act with great boldness, 13not like 
Moses, who put a veil over his face to keep the people of Israel from gazing at the end 
of the glory that was being set aside. 14But their minds were hardened. Indeed, to this 
very day, when they hear the reading of the old covenant, that same veil is still there, 
since only in Christ is it set aside. 15Indeed, to this very day whenever Moses is read, a 
veil lies over their minds; 16but when one turns to the Lord, the veil is removed. 17Now 
the Lord is the Spirit, and where the Spirit of the Lord is, there is freedom. 18And all of 
us, with unveiled faces, seeing the glory of the Lord as though reflected in a mirror, are 
being transformed into the same image from one degree of glory to another; for this 
comes from the Lord, the Spirit. 
 4:1Therefore, since it is by God’s mercy that we are engaged in this ministry, we do not 
lose heart. 2We have renounced the shameful things that one hides; we refuse to practice 
cunning or to falsify God’s word; but by the open statement of the truth we commend 
ourselves to the conscience of everyone in the sight of God. 
 

Reader: The word of the Lord.  Congregation: Thanks be to God.

GOSPEL ACCLAMATION   

GOSPEL LESSON     Luke 9:28-36  
Introduction to the Gospel: The conversation about Jesus’ suffering and death is 
enclosed in a dazzling foreshadowing of the resurrection. God affirms Jesus’ identity, the 
disciples are stunned speechless, and Jesus resumes his mission with a demonstration of 
his power over evil. 
 

Worship Leader: The Holy Gospel according to Luke in the 9th chapter. 
Congregation: Glory to you, O Lord. 
  

Pastor: 28Now about eight days after these sayings Jesus took with him Peter and John 
and James, and went up on the mountain to pray. 29And while he was praying, the 
appearance of his face changed, and his clothes became dazzling white. 30Suddenly 
they saw two men, Moses and Elijah, talking to him. 31They appeared in glory and were 
speaking of his departure, which he was about to accomplish at Jerusalem. 32Now Peter 
and his companions were weighed down with sleep; but since they had stayed awake, 
they saw his glory and the two men who stood with him. 33Just as they were leaving 
him, Peter said to Jesus, “Master, it is good for us to be here; let us make three 
dwellings, one for you, one for Moses, and one for Elijah”—not knowing what he said. 
34While he was saying this, a cloud came and overshadowed them; and they were 
terrified as they entered the cloud. 35Then from the cloud came a voice that said, “This 
is my Son, my Chosen; listen to him!” 36When the voice had spoken, Jesus was found 
alone. And they kept silent and in those days told no one any of the things they had seen.

GOSPEL MESSAGE—From Sundays and Seasons 

Glimpses of Glory 

Sometimes transformation happens before our very eyes without us even noticing it. 

God’s glory was on full display for the disciples that day on the mountaintop, and as 
people of faith, we profess that God’s transforming power is still at work among us 



today. But if we are waiting for a dazzling mountaintop moment, we just might miss 
God’s glorious work happening in and around us in real time. These are the pivotal 
moments that change our perspective, invite us to embark on a new adventure in 
discipleship, and expand our capacity for love of God and neighbor. These are the 
moments when Christ is revealed to us. With generations before us, we too are invited to 
enter the mysteries of faith. 

Perhaps Christ is revealed in the chaos of a children’s choir, in kneading bread that will 
nourish bodies, in the careful stitches of quilters that will bring warmth to a cold night. 
Perhaps you have glimpsed God’s glory in the casseroles lovingly prepared for funerals, 
in a baby shower for teenage parents, in a meal shared among unlikely table mates. 
Maybe you have been surprised to find Jesus’ love in the eyes of a stranger. Maybe you 
have experienced God’s transformative power in the hard work of justice, in the learning 
and unlearning and courageous reimagining of new ways of being so that all of God’s 
creation might flourish. Perhaps today you will meet God in the proclamation, in bread 
broken and wine poured, in water splashed gently onto a forehead. 

God is here. Christ is among us. The Spirit leads us in every time and place. Where do 
you see God’s glory on display in your life and community?

Prayer Leader: Heal those who are in distress especially those on the prayer list of our 
congregation and those we name now with our lips or in our hearts …………………. 
and all those suffering from violence, terror, and natural disasters (including all those 
impacted by COVID-19). Give patience to those waiting for answers. Grant hope to 
those who have reached the limits of treatment. Give compassionate hearts to those who 
accompany loved ones through illness and uncertainty. Lord, in your mercy, 
Congregation: hear our prayer. 
 

Prayer Leader: Today we shout alleluia from the mountaintop; this week we enter the 
wilderness of Lent. Bless all who prepare and lead us in worship during this change of 
season: pastors, deacons, musicians, and all who contribute to our worship life
